Compliance with the Standard Farming Installation Rules
In filling out this application form you indicate that you wish to apply for a PPC permit on the basis of compliance with SEPA's Standard Farming Installation Rules document (SFIR).  SFIR are based on European Guidance (called BAT Reference Documents (BREFs)).  You should be aware that BREFs may contain mandatory standards.
It is proposed that the ‘rules’ contained within each section will be copied directly into your permit as conditions.  When this happens you will be legally obliged to comply with these conditions.  If you feel you will not be able to comply SEPA needs to know.

Example of a non technical summary 

Broilers kept in 5 xyz type sheds each containing 50,000 birds. Birds stocked at 15 birds per m2 on a concrete floor bedded with wood shavings. Birds are introduced as day olds and harvested at approximately 42 days. Sheds are then emptied, and a contractor removes litter by tractor and trailer directly to field stores for spreading. The building is then disinfected, and fresh dry wood shavings are added for the next crop of day old chicks. The cleanout period is about 10 days. 
There are 6.9 production cycles per annum. Sheds are ten years old and are well insulated, with concrete floors and an internal sump to collect any liquid. Ventilation is by wall mounted electric fans and temperature and humidity are automatically monitored, controlled and recorded by a computer system. Target levels are 22C, and 50% - 70% relative humidity and litter is estimated to have a 65% - 70% dry matter content. 
Nipple type drinkers are used, and water consumption is monitored daily. Balanced diets from AIC accredited mills are bought in. These have the correct quantity and quality of fats, oils, etc. Additives such as digestive enzymes are also used to reduce the moisture content of litter. 
The principal emissions from the unit will include ammonia and dust. The measures above are intended to reduce the production and emission of ammonia, odours and dust from the sheds, and so reduce the environmental impact of the farming activities on the surrounding arable land and community. For example, shrubs have been planted around sheds and adjacent to fan outlets as dust escapes from the sheds through the ventilation, the shrubs will help trap dust and reduce these emissions. 
Odour is reduced by keeping litter dry, whilst ammonia production is reduced by using optimum levels of protein in the diet.  Litter is spread on land as a fertiliser in accordance with the requirements of a manure management plan. The plan details the methods and timing of the operation to minimise the risk of pollution. Carcasses are incinerated on site using a small incinerator with a combustion chamber designed to minimise emissions to the atmosphere.”
